Abstract Submission Deadline: APRIL 8, 2010
Abstract/Poster Submission:

Abstracts should be received no later than 5:00 pm, April 8, 2010. 

Submissions by fax or airmail are not permitted. Please contact Linda Wisneski at 216-448-0793 or wisnesl@ccf.org if online submission is unavailable. In order to participate in the poster session the presenter must be registered for the event.

Official Language:  Papers must be submitted and presented at the event in English.
Abstract Layout:
A. Headings “Objectives,” “Methods,” “Results,” and “Conclusions”, should be in bold.

· Abstracts should summarize completed or in-progress work with sufficient detail to identify the issue addressed, the sample/population if applicable, methodology, and expected or known conclusions. Posters may be either data based or theoretical in nature.

B. Text  

· Including headings, may not exceed one (1) page-letter size (8 ½” x 11”).  

· Please use 11 point font/Arial.  The estimated word count should not exceed 500 words, with a character count not exceeding 3,000 characters. 

· If you are submitting images/tables, you will need to consider the size so as not to exceed the one (1) page limit.

· The use of standard abbreviations is acceptable. Other abbreviations should be placed in parentheses, after the first appearance of the full word(s) for which it stands.

C.  Abstract Submission
· Page 1 - include all author(s) contact information, with one person specified as the primary author contact and specify if the abstract is a research poster. 

· Page 2 - contains the title and the content of your abstract as a blind copy without name(s) or contact information. 

D. Abstract Judging 

· One representative of each of the NORPEC partners will review the submitted abstracts to determine which have been accepted for the poster session being held on Thursday, April 22. 

E. Once Abstract is Accepted: 

· Once your abstract is accepted, you will need to develop a poster. 

· Poster specifications will be provided to the main contact presenter upon acceptance of the abstract.
