Submissions by fax or mail are not permitted. Please contact Cleveland Clinic Center for Continuing Education when online submission is unavailable. Upon abstract acceptance, registration is required.

Official Language:
Papers must be submitted and presented in English.

Author Affiliation:
Authors from different institutions should be identified by a numeral within the process.

Text of the Abstract:

A. Text, including headings, may not exceed one (1) page- letter size (8 ½” x 11”).  Please use 11 point font/Arial. The word count should not exceed 500 words (including images/tables). If you are submitting images and/or tables, you will need to consider their size so as not to exceed the one page limit.
B. The use of standard abbreviations is acceptable. Other abbreviations should be placed in parentheses, after the first appearance of the full word(s) for which it stands.

C. Topic Categories: You are required to select the most appropriate topic category for your abstract. The categories are:

· Urology
· General Surgery
· Colo-Rectal
· Gynecology

D. Please be sure to designate if your abstract is Single-Port Laparoscopy or NOTES.

Once your abstract is accepted, you will need to develop a poster. Poster specifications will be provided to the contact author upon acceptance of your abstract.
